
Dear Parents

Welcome to Summerland School and Room 2! My name is Jess Rankin and I am really looking forward to working with you and your child.

I trust that your child will settle in quickly at school during the next few weeks. Please encourage your child to talk to you about their experiences at school. This will start a pattern of sharing school from the beginning and will be of great help in understanding what goes on.

READERS

Most days your child will bring home a reader. Sometimes the reader will be one that I have given them and sometimes their reader will be sent home more than once. This is to consolidate their reading. Readers will not be sent home if the book bag is not at school. 

A poem clear file will also come home each Friday. It needs to be returned on Mondays.

LIBRARY 

We will visit the library each Wednesday. Your child may select one or two books to take home for up to a week, but only if their book bag is at school and they have no overdue library books. They may be returned any day. The library is also open most lunch times. 

TOYS/SWEETS/SPECIAL STATIONERY

The best place for these is at home. When children bring any of the above to school, they can and often do, take up a lot of class time sorting out problems caused because of them.  

Your child will be given a ‘sharing day’ once a week. They will be able to bring something from home to share with the class on this day.

SCHOOL STATIONERY

Please do not buy the cheaper glue sticks as the glue comes out in blobs and sadly, do not last long! Please name all books, clear files, alphabet card and book bag and send all the above items to school in book bag. No need to name the other items as we share these. 

FOOD

As we have children in the school with severe allergies, please ensure that your child understands that they must not share their food with others or take food off other children.

END OF DAY -3:00

Please wait outside, and I will send your child out to you when I see you. I will not send them out if you are not there. While I understand that it is very tempting to peek in through the windows at the end of the day, I would ask that you do not do this as it is distracting for all of us.

Your children are settling in to a new environment, new systems, a new teacher, new friends and a long day. It is a big “jump” for them and I will do my best to make it as friendly as possible.
